Explorer Scouts are aged 14 – 18 years

Explorer Scouts are young people, usually aged between 14 and 18 years old. They make up the fourth Section of the Scouting family. There are many types of Explorer Scout Units, some may be linked to your local Scout Group, others may be based around different activities. 

Not all Units meet each week, because you will often be out and about at weekends or in the holidays doing activities. There will be times when you will be busy doing other things such as exams, and being an Explorer Scout will have to fit around these. 

As an Explorer Scout, you will get the chance to work with other Explorer Scouts in your District, not just your Unit. By doing this, you will get the chance to do many more activities, not just the ones your Unit organizes. 

How did Explorer Scouting begin?

Scouting has always been a dynamic and forward-looking Movement. In the early days of Scouting, Lord Baden-Powell saw the need to provide a programme for young people who wanted to continue after their time in the Scout Section. Senior Scouts was developed to meet this need, and the Section continued to evolve over the years. In 1967, Venture Scouting was formed from the existing Senior Scout and Rover Scout Sections. During the late 1990s, it was decided that, in order to meet the changing needs of new generations, two new Sections should be created for young people over the age of fourteen. Explorer Scouts for 14 to 18-year-olds and the Scout Network for 18 to 25-year-olds were created.

We meet every Thursday at 3rd Tewkesbury Scout H.Q. (opposite Roses Theatre 7 – 9 p.m.)  Explorers are not expected to wear uniform for these meetings unless told otherwise.  Although we meet in 3rd Tewkesbury HQ we are part of Tewkesbury District not 3rd Tewkesbury Group

Uniform is an Explorer shirt and necker.  

A district necker is available for £5.50.  Shirts and other optional uniform items can be obtained on line from www.scouting.outdoors.ltd.uk. 

Unit T shirts are available for £5

The Unit is self funding – Subs are payable each school term of £25 per term. £15 for Young Leaders.  Cash or cheque payable to Pioneer Explorer Scouts.

Our programme is flexible and the explorers are involved in the planning of this.  We ask parents to support their child in any activities planned, please do not hesitate to offer help or any skills you have that you think you could contribute to. To be ecologically friendly we use email for all out communications.  It is important that this is kept up to date, we like to have parent and Explorer email addresses.  If you change your address we need to know.  We do not generally hand out letters or forms.  Explorers can register for Duke of Edinburgh Award scheme with the unit.

County activities are running all through the year and are open to all scouts and Explorers, we do issue a list of activities to Explorers and encourage them to take part to make the most of their scouting.
