Welcome to Explorer Scouts

You may have come through from Beavers, Cubs and Scouts or be totally new to Scouting.

Belonging to Explorers is about growing up, being more independent, thinking for your self.  We hope to introduce you to new skills, to have fun, make new friends and learn to help other young people and adults in and out of scouting.

Throughout the year we have several short camps, sometimes for one or two nights.  You may be asked to carry your kit, including tent and stove.  Some of the camps you will be expected to cook your own food.  You will be taught how to use knives as a useful tool, to use an axe, build and light fires, build bivi’s, first aid and the basic outdoor skills of survival.
Other camps may be more of an activity camp.  The Malvern Challenge for younger explorers, The Sun Run, Awesome.  On these camps you may be catered for.

Most of our Explorers gradually acquire their own equipment, tent stove etc.  We do have unit tents and stoves you can borrow if you don’t have your own.  You are expected to take care of this as previous explorers worked hard fundraising to buy it and it would be good to keep it as long as possible.

Because of school and other commitments you may not be able to attend each week, or attend all the camps but this is ok.  If you are going to miss more than one meeting it would be good manners to email a leader to let them know.

The Gloucestershire county team also run courses on various activities which you will be able to book onto.  The information is usually on our website or you can look on the Gloucestershire Scout site.
